We’ve highlighted two of the locations 
below with onsite or nearby Foundation projects that 
our Community of Stewards has supported.

Peaks of Otter 
Milepost 85.9 
86 tent sites, 58 RV sites

Peaks of Otter is made up of Flat Top, Sharp Top, and 

Harkening Hill and provides stunning views of the 
mountains and Jefferson National Forest. The Peaks 
of Otter campground is located at the foot of Sharp 
Top mountain and offers campsites shaded by a

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Sharp Top Mountain and Abbott Lake



Knob, and Tanawha trails can be accessed through 
the campground.

thick canopy of leaves, as well as tables, campfire rings 
and grills. There are numerous hiking opportunities 
ranging from demanding uphill treks to an easy stroll 
around Abbott Lake. In the springtime, hikers are 
likely to stumble upon one of the mountain meadows, 
filled with wildflowers and migrating butterflies, while 
a fantastic assortment of foliage can be seen in the 
fall. You can often see animals such as deer and turkeys 
at the campground. Summer interpretive programs are 
provided for visitors to learn about the wildlife as well 
as the history of the area.   

Your Stewardship in Action 
Three Foundation projects have been completed in the 

Peaks of Otter area 
in the past year. The 
one-mile loop trail 
at Abbott Lake has 
been paved, making 
it the first complete 
ADA trail on the 
Parkway. Polly 
Woods Ordinary, a 
historic lodge and 

tavern built in the early 1800s, sits on the northeastern 
shore of Abbott Lake and has been restored. Located 
a short walk away is historic Johnson Farm, an old 
mountain farmstead that has also been restored and 
preserved thanks to your support. 

 
Julian Price Memorial Park 
Milepost 297
119 tent sites, 78 RV sites

Julian Price Campground is the largest of the 
developed campgrounds on the Parkway and is 
adjacent to Price Lake, a 47-acre body of water that 
sparkles against the backdrop of the Blue Ridge 
Mountains. There are numerous activities to enjoy in 
the area. Canoe rentals are available at Price Lake and 
other nonmotorized boats are permitted. Fishing fans 
can cast their lines from a designated dock. Price Lake 
Trail is a relaxing and easy 2.7 mile trek around the 
shore, and the more challenging Boone Fork, Green

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Community of Stewards spotlight: Billie Brandon Howell
My father, Bill Brandon, fell 
in love with the Appalachian 
Mountains at 15 years old when 
he traveled from York, South 
Carolina, to this area with his 
father in a produce truck. They 
were stocking up on staples 
for the local grocery store that 
my grandfather operated for 
many years on York’s Main 
Street, where locals gathered 

around potbellied stoves and talked about the times. 
After serving in World War II, my father returned 
home and married Doris Farris. My parents worked 
very hard for 35 years and after retirement, traveled 
extensively. Even after visiting many wonderful 
places, the Blue Ridge Parkway remained at the top of 
their list as a favorite destination.
 
In 2004, they moved to Blowing Rock. My mother 
and I enjoyed frequent walks around Bass Lake at 
Moses H. Cone Memorial Park. My father’s physical 
health did not allow him to join us.  However, he 
always enjoyed the beautiful vista from Flat Top 

Manor and chatting with other folks about the estate 
and the Parkway. The time we spent at the estate 
inspired my keen interest in the restoration and 
preservation of this historic treasure. Like many 
families, we spent invaluable time together here and 
it will always hold a special place in my heart. I’m 
thrilled to play a role in ensuring its future through 
the Blue Ridge Parkway Foundation.

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They aren’t wearing white lab coats, but there are 
already young citizen scientists collecting data at 
Front Lake at Carl Sandburg Home National Historic 
Site in Flat Rock, N.C. On April 27, the Kids in Parks 
program opened its first Citizen Science TRACK Trail 
designed to engage kids in learning and caring for the 
park’s ecosystem while assisting staff researchers and 
natural resource managers.

Citizen Science is a new approach to data collection 
that enlists the public’s help in making observations 
and taking readings for studies and research. With 
the new trail, children and families can get in on the 
action. Kids use a new brochure to locate marked 
stations around the lake, where they perform 
observations and experiments such as taking air and 
water temperature readings and measuring the pH of 
the lake. In addition to helping researchers, children 
learn new skills related to environmental science, 
connecting the dots between outdoor adventures and 
protecting natural resources.

“We’re extremely 
excited to have the Kids 
in Parks program’s first 
Citizen Science-based 
TRACK Trail here at 
Carl Sandburg,” said 
Sarah Perschall, Chief 
of Visitor Services. Park 
staff and the Kids in 
Parks team collaborated 
to create the site-
specific brochure and 
experiment stations. 
Kids can submit their 
observations and data to 

the Carl Sandburg staff by registering their scientific 
journey at kidsinparks.com. Scientists from the park 
can then download the data and monitor the health of 
the lake over time.

“Over the past six years, we have created a network 
of TRACK Trails designed to get kids and families 
unplugged, outdoors and reconnected to our parks,” 
said Jason Urroz, Director of Kids in Parks. “I think 
our Citizen Science TRACK Trails will only add to 
that connection. And, who knows? Maybe some of the 
children will become scientists.”
